
Evaluation report.

Copy-editing. The author receives a Word
document with tracked changes that they can

accept or refuse, and queries to resolve.

Your manuscript is handed over to production to
be laid out into pages.

Proofs are sent to the proofreader.

Proofreading corrections are integrated.

Corrected proofs are sent to the author for
comments.

Author’s corrections are integrated.

Print PDFs are sent to the printer.

The printer sends plotters to the author for
approval.

Upon receipt of approval of the plotters, the
printer starts printing.

Books are delivered.

(Partial) re-write, either by
yourself or a ghostwriter.
